Mam’selle Merit--------- Rules

What is it?

Mam’selle Merits are positive reinforcement for exemplary behavior in drill team, the classroom, and otherwise in the school environment. Students are encouraged to accumulate them in anticipation of avoiding point related disciplinary action.

Who may issue Mam’selle Merits?

Ms. Long or Assistant Varsity director
Who can earn them?

All mam’selles.

What for?

Mam’selle Merits are issued to Mam’selles who are exhibiting behavior above and beyond the normal expectation. Mam’selle Merits are also issued to Mam’selles who receive all A’s or all A’s & B’s on their report card and/or progress report, attending any school event or function such as basketball games, choir concerts, etc. Ask Ms. Long for approval if she hasn’t said a specific event could be attended for merits. 
What is it used for?

Mam’selle Merits can be used to negate points. One merit may be used to negate one point. Use a merit, no point.
*Note:

If a student has already been assigned a disciplinary term, and then receives a merit, it will not revoke the discipline. 

For example: Teresa Q. is going to be benched Friday night because she has accumulated 5 points. On Thursday she receives one merit. She may not use it to revoke the benching that has already been determined. She must wait to use it toward future points.

**Note:

Mam’selle Merits have no value toward academic probation. The no pass, no play policy is state law, and is not affected by points.

How long may I accumulate Mam’selle Merits?

From line tryout to line tryout. The start over each year.
May I use last year’s merits toward next year’s points?

NO!  If not used by the time the new team arrives, they are invalid.

May I loan my Mam’selle Merits to a friend in need?

NO!  Your Mam’selle Merits are meant to benefit you—not anyone else.
